1°" INGALALA ALFS QUEENIE JOHNSTON BROS - TAREE
My champion cow will be my best udder, she has had 5 calves and has an extra strong
ligament, with outstanding udder texture, her udder is very high in rear and her fore udder
is very snug for the capacity the udder displays. I give her an advantage for the way she
handles her udder for the number of calves she’s had over our 2" calver in reserve best
udder and | feel my champlon has a little more helght of rear attachment.
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2ND ASCOT PARK GOLDEN BEAUTY 20 S & J McCARTHY — TOOWOOMBA
This young 2" calver has an amazing udder also, it is extremely square at the top of her
attachment, she does have outstanding teat placement. Her fore udder blends onto her
body wall very well also, today she does dlsplay more balance of rear quarters and is

wider at the top of her rear udder than my 3" place cow.
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3"° FAIRDALE ASTOUND MAY R & S MATHERS - LISMORE
This is an extremely soft udder, fits in the cow so well, it is extreme high in rear

attachment, with very correct teat placement especially in rear. She has a big advantage
over my 4™ placed udder for definition of ligament today.

4" WILLOWSIDE ASTOUND MAY CR & RM LOWEKE - KENILWORTH
This 3 yr old has a near faultless fore udder, she is very high and wide in rear udder
attachments also, | also liked the softness to her udder, but for me to place higher she
needs to display stronger ligament.
